The work shall be executed in the contract shall broadly comprises of the following: construction as per drawing (if any) specifications mentioned in the drawing and MES SSR 1991 Part-I and as directed by Engineer-in-Charge in writing as and when in the progress of the works.

3.
Filling around foundation of walls shall be carried out with approved moorum/earth spread, leveled and rammed in layers not exceeding 25 cm thick and each layer watered and compacted.

4.
CONCRETE


 (a) Cement :- Cement shall be ordinarily port land cement. 


 (b) Aggregate 

(i)  Coarse stone aggregates for all purpose upto 63 mm shall be machine crushed  stone     and  above 63 mm stone aggregate may be hand broken. 

(ii) Fine aggregate (Sand) for all purpose shall be obtained from, Betwa/Ghurari river, clean, free from ad-mixtures or clay, silt-organic matter and other impurities and shall confirm to the sample approved by the Engineer-in-Charge.

5.
SAND STONE SLAB – The stone slab shall be hard-even-sound durable tough regular in shape of uniform colour and free from soft veins, cracks and flaws, decay and unweathering. Stone slab shall be obtained from approved quarries. The slab shall have transverse strength not less than 70 kg per sq cm and resistance to bear shall be not more than 2 mm. In case of red sand stone white patches or streaks and in case of white sand stone red patches or streaks shall not be allowed. However, scattered spots upto 10 mm dia meter will be permitted. The slab shall be cut along planes parallel to natural bed of stone. The slab shall not be less than 0.10 Sq.Mtr in area. Thickness shall be as specified with a permissible tolerance of + 3 mm. 

6.
WELL BURNT CLAY BUILDING BRICKS OF KLINS
(a) Sub class A bricks for all purpose shall be used from Farrukhabad.
(b) Minimum compressive strength of the bricks shall not be less than 75 kg/ sq.CM. 

7.
MATERIAL FOR SEMI DENSE ASPHALTIC CONCRETE
(a) COARSE AGGREGATE :- Aggregate for premixed asphaltic concrete shall be crushed stone confirming to provision given in Para 20.B.2.3.1 on  page No.20-1 and 20-2 of MES SSR 1991 Part-I.
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(b)
FINE AGGREGATE:- Sand shall be fair sand from Betwa/Ghurari river and shall be all specified in para 20.B.2.3.1.1 on page 20-1 of MES SSR 1991 Part-I.
(c)
PAVING BITUMEN :-Paving bitumen shall not be issued under schedule `B’ and shall be procured by the contractor and shall confirm to I.S. 73 (1961) revised. It shall be of 80/100 grade.
8.
WORKMANSHIP 

(a) POT HOLES:- Repair to pot holes shall be carried all as described in  schedule `A’ and specified in para 20.A.29.2 on page No.20-16 of MES SSR 1991 Part-I.

(b)
ROLLING INACCESSIBLE PORTION:-In the location where power roller is not practicable rolling by hand roller/ramming by hand may be permitted by CEO/Engineer in charge for proper consolidation without any price adjustment.
9.
SEMI DENSE ASPHALTIC CONCRETE

(a) PREPARATION OF SURFACE: - Preparation of the surface shall be as per para 20.A.23.3 on page No.20-12 of MES SSR 1991.

(b) APPLICATION OF TACK COAT :- The binder shall be heated to its appropriate temperature and applied uniformly over the prepared surface by mechanical sprayer. The tack coat shall be applied immediately before spreading the premix.

(c) JOB MIX FORMULA –The blending of various type and size of aggregate shall be done on the basis of requirement as specified vide section 20-B as applicable for semi dense asphaltic concrete. The binder contents shall be as per design of mix. 

(d) The mixing of aggregate and binder shall be done in a hot mixed plant of an adequate capacity either `Batch type’ or continuous one. The hot mixed plant shall have arrangement for grading and batching by weight of volume.  A binder heating and control unit for metering out the correct quantity of heated binder to heated aggregate. The correct quantity of material of each size of aggregate as per job mix formula shall be fed with specified quality of binder resulting in homogeneous and balanced mix. 

(e) SPREADING OF MIX: - The mix shall be carried from the mixer vide mechanical transport and spreading shall be done by means of self propelling mechanical paver with suitable screeds capable of spreading, tamping and finishing the mix true to grade, line and cross section without causing segregation, dragging, irregularities or other surface defects and at a speed consistent with character of the machine. The temperature at the time of laying shall be designed temperature. The mix shall be spread so that required thickness achieved after rolling. 

(f) COMPACTION:- The mix after spreading shall be thoroughly compacted by rolling with 8 to 10 Tones power roller at a speed not more than five kilometer per hour immediately following by Paver. The wheel of roller shall be kept moist and roller shall commence longitudinally from the edge of progress towards center. The rolling shall be proceed on fresh material with a rear wheel leading so as to minimize the pushing of the mix and each pass of the roller shall overlap, the proceeding one by half in width of the roller. 

(g) CONSTRUCTION JOINTS :- After the first lane has been placed and rolled adjacent lane shall be so placed that uniforming overlaps the first one by a contact amount not exc. 5 cm, the overlapping material shall be removed by merely pushing it back on the hot lane so that the roller crown this excess material into the hot side of the joints. 

(h) TESTS/CONTROLS:- Test and control shall be as per para 20.B.4.8 of MES SSR 1991.
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(i) CONTROLS ON LAID THICKNESS :-Control on laid thickness shall be exercised as per para 20.B.4.9. on page 20-5 of MES SSR 1991.

(j) The contractor  shall take all necessary measures for safety of traffic during repairs  and erect and maintained such barricades including  sign marking, flush lights and flagmen as may be required  by engineer in charge for information and protection of traffic approaches and passing through the section of the road under repairs. No extra payment shall be made on this account. 

10.
OPENING OF TRAFFIC: - Traffic shall be allowed only after completion of the final rolling where mix has cooled down to the surrounding temperature. 

10. Soiling and WBM shall be done all as specified in section 20-A of road work.

11. The sample of all or any material may be got checked through an expert agencies and expenditure incurred on this account shall be paid by the contractor. Test of semi dense asphaltic concrete if found necessary can be carried out at site before laying of the same and contractor will make all arrangement to test the same. 

12. The Contractor shall make his own arrangement for sign boards, barricades etc to stop the movement of traffic during the repairing of road at his own expense.
